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Twenty -eight rising DCHS IB seniors attended the first annual 

Extended Essay Workshop last June, held at the Penrose Library 

at the University of Denver.  This four -day workshop was  

sponsored by the Huskie IB Parent Organization, to assist our 

students in creating a solid first draft of their Extended Essay over 

the summer, before the hectic fall school session begins. 
 

     For those of you not familiar with the Essay, it is a student -

driven 4000-word research paper which is a requirement for the 

IB Diploma.  Students work with a DCHS teacher as an advisor, 

and complete the paper completely on their own, outside of the 

classroom.  At Douglas County High School the final essay  is due 

October 31 of the senior year.   
 

     The IBPO engaged Ms. Becky Parnell to conduct this four-day 

workshop, which she has held for other area IB schools. Ms. 

Parnell, currently the librarian at Kent Denver, was formerly the 

librarian at Littleton High School, where she acted as essay  

advisor for many students, in various subject areas. 
 

    The essay process actually began in January, when Ms. Parnell 

conducted an orientation of the essay for the IB juniors.  She also 

held a session for DCHS essay advisors, sharing many of her  

experiences and ideas.  Students then had the spring to pick a 

subject area for their essay, choose an advisor, and hopefully,  

begin narrowing their topic ideas and conduct some preliminary 

research. 
 

    The workshop in June ran over four half -day sessions.  On the 

first day of the workshop, Ms. Parnell provided the students with

able for use.  Students were also provided a DU library card

and reserve books overnight for subsequent use the following 

day.   
 

      Each day began with a classroom session, during which Ms. 

Parnell discussed a particular aspect of the essay, and students 

participated in small -group activities. Students then spent the 

remainder of the time discussing their topics and research  

direction one-on-one with Ms. Parnell, and researching sources. 
  

     Also in attendance at the workshop was Leah Schultz, DCHS 

Honors English teacher, who will take over Extended Essay  

Co-Coordinator duties this coming year (along with Kim 

Clever).  Ms. Schultz took an active role in assisting the students 

with topic and research discussions, and provided useful  

assistance to Ms. Parnell. After seeing the students in action and 

hearing their questions, Ms. Schultz has much enthusiasm for 

this component of the IB program, and came away with several 

ideas for improving the process for the students and advisors 

during the school year.

Successful Summer Extended Essay  
Workshop Held at DU 
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Coordinatorõs Corner

As I look through the new curriculum 
guides for all International Baccalaureate 
subjects, I see the influence of the re-
cently introduced Learner Profile.  Inter-
national Baccalaureate leaders stated 
that the Learner Profile would become 
the driving force behind curriculum, as-
sessment and policy, and they are mak-
ing good on their promise.  In this model, 
the learner drives decision-making.  Edu-
cators are fond of saying, generally with 
the best intentions, that ñwe do what is 
best for students.ò  Without a common 
understanding of how decisions can be 
energized by student needs, however, 
such statements too easily give way to 
what is convenient. 
 

     The ten descriptors of the Learner 
Profile: Inquirers, Knowledgeable, Think-
ers, Communicators, Principled, Open-
minded, Caring, Risk-takers, Balanced, 
Reflective offer an understanding of char-
acteristics that enable learners to access 
information, personalize their learning 
and utilize it for the betterment of others.  
What I see in the new expectations is 
subtle but significant.  The personalizing 

of learning is a step that is all too often 
ignored in education.  New expectations 
try to bring the learner into the subject by 
encouraging an activation of personal 
voice.  This expectation is most notice-
able in Theory of Knowledge where stu-
dents are expected to analyze their learn-
ing as a means of better understanding 
themselves and their relation to the 
world.  The activation of voice can be 
seen in all subjects where reflection upon 
learning is now an expectation.  Students 
should comfortably acknowledge their 
own interpretation and how it relates to 
what they have learned.   They should 
feel comfortable acknowledging what 
they do not understand as a means of 
asking the questions that will lead them 
further into the subjects that they study. 
 

     As a program, we encourage journal 
writing as a means of reflecting on sub-
ject; we offer assignments where stu-
dents can use their perspectives as the 
principle tools of exploration.  We use 
discussions in order for students to ex-
press their opinions in an open and safe 
environment.  We offer options for stu-

dents to meet many of the criteria of the 
program.  We are fortunate to have a 
staff that is prepared to listen to the 
needs of our students. 
 

     Parents often ask what they can do to 
help their children through the rigors of 
the program.  I think that the most impor-
tant step is to acknowledge the ñrisk-
takingò involved in any meaningful educa-
tional system and then to engage in hon-
est conversations about how to grow 
from every experience.  Stress arises by 
seeing education as something outside of 
the self, as a series of hurdles that seem 
to be getting higher and higher.  Educa-
tion is more personal than that.  Educa-
tion is about understanding oneself; it 
resides within oneself and then connects 
to the outside world.  The most important 
goals that one meets emerge from a 
strong understanding of the drives, the 
interests, and the knowledge that one 
possesses.  The self that you interact 
with in the world is you and the more you 
interact authentically, with a real aware-
ness of who you are, the more you see 
and the better you understand yourself.

that something has value only when at-

tached to a grade is implicit in the question. 

It is a struggle to deconstruct this assump-

tion. And, I would be remiss to ignore the 

obvious inclusion of a grading system in the 

academic world, but I do believe that if you 

look at the learner profile of the IBO, you 

will understand the nature of its philoso-

phy: IB learners are naturally curious peo-

ple who engage in activities that spur natu-

ral curiosity.  

     Whether willingly in attendance at the 

summer workshop or under the pressure of 

Mom and Dad, it was inspiring to see stu-

dents working hard in the dead of summer. 

And while some of the attendees have ad-

mitted to not working on their EE since 

June, 100% of those in attendance have com-

pleted their research and 20% already have 

a rough draft completed. I believe that it 

was beneficial for these students to be 

around the academic buzz of other IB stu-

dents and share in the learning process. 

They were able to take advantage of a mul-

titude of resources and many of their con-

cerns/fears were quelled during this time.

Essay is probably the most elusive and 

nebulous element of the Diploma Pro-

gramme. Kim Clever (my EE coordinator 

partner) and I aim to dispel the confusion 

that reportedly exists for current students. 

This task is a delicate one, however, in that 

we want to keep the individual character of 

the Extended Essay experience in tact. It is a 

balancing act between supportive guidance 

and experiential learning. Kim and I have 

taken some steps to achieve this goal. 

Thanks to the generosity of our librarian, 

Peggy Cummings, we have been given 

space in the library to house several re-

sources for IB students. We have sample, 

graded essays from a wide variety of sub-

ject areas in this area and we will also be 

displaying student essays in celebration of 

their completion. In the next couple of 

weeks, we will be visiting the TOK class to 

review expectations and rubrics for the EE 

and will also answer any questions the stu-

dents have for their October 31st deadline. 

On the final day of the workshop, students were given 
an opportunity to evaluate the sessions, so we could 
determine the effectiveness of the workshop.   
 

On a scale of 1-10 (with 10 the highest) students rated: 
 

 8.6 overall workshop  
 8.9 DU Library research capabilities  
 9.0 helpfulness in explaining essay process  
  

When asked if they had a good understanding of what 
was needed to complete their essay, 22 students said 
YES;  6 MAYBE.

After developing a focused research question, it comes 
down to the actual research, which is what this workshop most helped 
me to accomplish.  In fact, I do believe I now have all the research I need 
to complete the entire paper and, with the help of Ms. Parnell, I have 
devised a plan (an outline) of how I am going to do this.   
 

     Another great aspect about the workshop is that it did take place at 
the Penrose Library (at the University of Denver), where I was able to 
find sources that I would have never even imagined to find otherwise.  
For example, I found an entire government document on cults (the focus
